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How to Call a Tile

Discard a tile immediately.

Announce you want the
live tile.1 Take the tile.2

Expose the completed set on
your rack.3

4
Play then continues clockwise from the player who called the tile, which 
means players might be skipped.5

Calling Tiles
Even when it’s not your turn, you can take another player’s 
discard but only under specific conditions.

How a Turn Works
Play moves counterclockwise around 
the table, starting with the dealer’s first 
discard, but calling tiles can interrupt 
the flow of the game.

Evaluate your hand.

Draw a tile from the wall.

Discard one tile face up and
call its name.
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Prioritizing the Called Tile

Sometimes more than one player wants to call the discarded tile, and priority determines who gets it.
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
